  The Bible says that the 
Great Flood began on a 
Friday; God tongue-tied 
the builders of the Tower 
of Babel on a Friday; the 
Temple of Solomon of 
the Tower of Babel on a 
Friday; The Temple of 
Solomon was destroyed 
on a Friday.

Therefore, the number 13 
symbolized death, not in 
terms of dust and decay but 
as a glorious and desirable 
transformation. Though 
Egyptian civilization per-
ished, the death symboliza-
tion towards the number 13 
survived. But later cultures 
turned the desirable num-
ber into a symbol of fear 
and death. The Bible tells 
us there are exactly 13 
‘guests’ at the supper, one 
of the disciples betrayed 
Jesus Christ, setting the 
stage for the crucifixion. 
 
 Did you know that the cru-
cifixion took place on a Fri-
day? 

settlements in Halifax 
County. At first she earned 
$30 a month, and later con-
fessed that she couldn’t pay 
her bills. So around the time 
of 1937-1938 The Halifax 
Ladies Music Club had an 
interest in Portia White and 
they arranged for her to at-
tend the Conservatory on a 
regular basis. This is what 
ignited Portia’s career. Portia 
had a lot of people inter-
ested in her singing career. 
The Nova Scotia Talent 
Trust was created in May 
1944 and its group consisted 
of the mayor, the president 
of the Halifax Ladies Music 
Club and the lieutenant gov-
ernor of Nova Scotia. The 
main point of this was to 
support Portia’s singing ca-
reer. This trust was later 

Portia was born in Truro, 
Nova Scotia in 1911, the 
third of thirteen children. 
Portia’s father was a de-
scendent of slaves who 
lived in Virginia.  She 
began singing in her fa-
thers African Baptist 
Church at a young age. 
Portia and her family 
moved to Halifax Nova 
Scotia where her father 
became the minister of 
Cornwallis Street Baptist 
church.  The depression 
of the 1930’s brought 
musical opportunities for 
the White family. Also in 
the 1930’s Portia com-
pleted her teaching train-
ing at Dalhousie Univer-
sity, and started teaching 
in Lucasville which was 
one of the poorest black 

used to provide financial 
help for talented music 
students across the prov-
ince. She was one of the 
greatest vocalists in Ca-
nadian History. She made 
her first unveiling on a 
general stage in Toronto 
Ont. in 1941. By 1944 she 
made her international 
unveiling in New York City 
and later toured around 
the world. Portia also en-
countered racism as did 
other black Canadians. In 
February 1968 Portia died 
in Toronto and in 1997 the 
Nova Scotia government 
created a special award 
for artists in her memory. 
Portia White has contrib-
uted a lot to her society 
and the world.
